Janie Metzinger spoke to how
competition between providers provides more choices for the consumers resulting in better treatment.

Ron Stretcher was hot opposed to in-kind contributions, however | could tell that he would rather talk
more one-on-one rather than offering this option to all counties. | prefaced the inquiry with the fact that
Rockwall County has provided funds to NTBHA for many years while other counties are just now making
contributions (and only because of the mandate made by i}:2 State).

There were twelve people in total in attendance today.
| have attached a copy of the Transition Update that was handed out.

On May 24" NTBHA had a readiness review with DSHS. It was very positive. The concerns that the State
had wera the same concerns being addressed ai NTBHA, including a CFO and additional networks. All
together it proved to build a more positive relationship between NTBHA and DSHS. DSHS was impressed
by the progress already made.

It was advised that each entity needs to contact their local representative regarding the money
allocated for in-jail competency. Jackie mentioned that if anyone knew someone on the appropriations
committee that would be helpful. The money that has already been allocated to this project would help
in restorative treatment for jail inmates. Apparently it has been funded for at least a year with no action
being taken.

Hospitals nave been working in a very positive manner with NTBHA — especially the mots rural hospitals.
Everyone is moving more towards an outcome based impact rather than a dollar base outcome. Efforts
are being made to push the managed care companies more in this direction. At present there is too
much moving around of patients to be cost effective.

Ellis County has allocated $50,000 to support the transition activities. Judge Bush has also committed to
the $195,292.71 for the SFY 20176 match. Judge Wood was also In agreement that Kaufman county
would commit their $138,961.66 as proposed by the State and plans to include that amount in the
Kaufman County Budget. Judge Wood requested a letter from NTBHA stating that the State s requiring
these funds. Dallas County is prepared with their $2,866,114.50.
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Judge Davenport was not in attendance because he was having a dedication/re-opening ceremony of
their Navarro County historic courthouse.

Transition Planning Update: July 7, 2016

Organizational Development and Hiring Plan

'The NTBHA transition team continues to interview and evaluate candidates for open positions.
Since the last Board of Directors Meeting, additional key positions have been hired including the
YES Waiver Project Coordinator (5/20) and the Utilization Management Manager (5/27). The
search for a Chief Financial Officer and other internal finance staff is still underway. We are also
actively interviewing and evaluating candidates for a couple of the positions the Board approved
for earlier hire dates during the June meeting.

NTBHA established agreements with key contractual and consulting resources. Gary Summers is
serving as a contract financial consultant. He has been focused on reviewing current financial
policies and structures, identifying priorities, developing budgets and forecasting, researching
and making recommendations related to financial structures and management. Skip Howard is
serving as an Information Software Programming Consultant to provide information software
programming and support to internal NTBHA IT staff. NTBHA is in the final stages of executing
an interlocal agreement for a contract Medical Director.

NTBHA Relocation

NTBHA has executed the lease for our new office space at Northcreek Place 1 at 9441 Lyndon B
Johnson Freeway, Suite 300, Dallas, Texas 75243, The build out is in process. The NTBHA
CIO is working with our IT Infrastructure contractor to finalize the professional services
agreement and move forward with activities. NTBHA plans to begin installing furniture by mid-
August and be fully operational in the new office space by August 31.

Ellis County Match

During their meeting held, June 28, the Ellis County Commissioner’s Court voted to approve the
allocation of $50,000 in local matching funds to support the NTBHA transition activities. These
local matching funds will enable NTBHA to advance the hire date for some of the key positions
tdentified and approved during the June Board meeting.

NTBHA has been engaged in active ongoing discussions through monthly meetings with the
County Judges regarding local match requirements for SFY 2017. NTBHA has provided the
County Judges of each of the six counties with a request letter outlining the NTBHA local match

to facilitating a successful transition.

Commissary Services

The vendor shall deliver high quality commissary goods and services to the inmates of the Rockwall
County Jail. ltems offered through the Commissary must meet the following specifications:

1. Products delivered to inmates shall not be expired in terms of the “sell by” or “use by” date.

2. Food items shall be wrapped or packaged and dated for individual consumption,

3. Containers shall be made of see-through (clear) non-breakable materials.

4. Consumable products shall contain no alcohol.

5. Products shall not contain packages or sauces that the Rockwall County Jail considers a safety
risk such as hot pepper sauce.

6. All purchases delivered to inmates shall be free of contraband.

7. The vendor shall not substitute items ordered by inmates.

[Inmate Commissary Services
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The vendor shall provide commissary services a minimum of three times per week, for inmates at the
Rockwall County Jail utilizing a satellite delivery method in which the vendor is directly responsible for
the point of sale and distribution directly to the inmate popuiation from a “cart” type structure. The
“cart” shall be provided by the vendor and designed in a way in which it can maneuver throughout the
entire Rockwall County Jail. The “cart” must be clean in appearance and able to present an organized
and appealing presentation to the inmate population.

Compiete System to be described

Vendors proposing Commissary Services must describe all components, services, and tasks required to
implement a working, fully functional system, and clearly state whether said components and services
are to be furnished by the vendor or not. Any and all components—whether hardware or software—
required to make the system compliant with the County’s RFP, usable and fully operational that are not
described in the proposal documents as being necessary, shall be provided at the vendor’s expense. The
price listed in the vendor's proposal shall be the turnkey delivered price, including freight to—and
installation at—the site(s) of work in Rockwall County. Submission of a proposal shall be conclusive
evidence that the proposer has investigated and is satisfied as to the conditions to be encountered in
performing the wark.

Cenlideniialiiv of Information

All information disclosed by Rockwall County or the County’s project partners to the successful vendor
for the purpose of the work to be performed or infermation that comes to the attention of the
successful vendor during the course of performing such work is to be kept strictly confidential. Any
material provided by the vendor to the County or its partner agencies that is to be considered as
confidential in nature must be clearly marked on every page as such by the vendor and will, to the best
of our ability, be treated as confidential by Rockwall County.

Contract Obligation

Rockwall County Commissioners Court must award the contract. Following the Court’s approval the
County Auditor shall send an award letter approving the contract and thereby the proposal becomes
binding on Rockwall County and the vendor. Department heads are not authorized to execute a
contract, or any amendment or modification there from for Rockwall County.

Contract Periods and Renewals

This contract shall be for a term of three (3) years, starting on October 1, 2016. This contract will
automatically renew for two (2) additional one-year terms unless either party gives written notice of
termination at least ninety (90) days before the end of the original term. If delays in the proposal
process result in an adjustment of the anticipated contract starting date, the contractor agrees to accept
a contract for the full term of the contract.

Renewals may be made only by written agreement between Rockwall County and the vendor. Any price
escalations are limited to those stated by the vendor in the original proposal.
